Installation instructions

Bucket Seat Instructions:

Tools required for installation are a T-55 torx bit, 18mm socket and socket wrench.

1.  Remove the front seat bolts from the passenger side of the seat. This may require the use of a T-55 Torx Bit or an 18mm socket.   
While lifting the front of the seat, slide the legs of the RAM-VB-108 under the passenger seat frame legs.  Center the base so that the 
seat frame legs are over the large round holes in the no drill base.  The depressions in the seat frame legs will locate themselves into 
the round openings of the No Drill base.

2.  After the seat is lowered over the No Drill base, start the seat leg bolts by hand into the threaded holes in the floor 
     board.  

3.  Using the T-55 Torx or 18mm socket, fully tighten the seat leg bolts to 39 ft lbs securing the No Drill base into place.  

Bench Seat Instructions:

1.  Remove the front seat bolts from the passenger side of the seat.  While lifting the front of the seat, slide the legs of the RAM-VB-
108 under the passenger seat mounting bracket.  Center the legs under the passenger seat mounting bracket and lower the seat 
back into place.

2. Most Ford floor pans (when used with a bench seat) have a hole in the floor with a welded nut on the underside of the vehicle. This 
hole is often covered with a plastic plug.  If there is no hole previously placed in the floor pan from the factory, you must drill a hole.

3. Cut a small hole in the floor covering and remove the plastic plug.

4. Place the included bench seat washer in the hole of the inner leg of the RAM-VB-108. Align the hole in the spacer with the hole in 
the floor.

5. Fasten down the inner leg of the RAM-VB-108 with the Ml2 X 38MM long bolt, and bench seat washer that was supplied in the 
hardware bag.  If you had to drill a hole in the floor you will need to fasten down the base with a fender washer and lock nut on the 
under side of the vehicle.

6. Fasten the passenger seat and the outer leg of the RAM-VB-108 with the seat bolt you removed earlier.
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
